We have been 
granted the privilege to live and mature in the presence of God 
guided by his wisdom and love.  Jesus died for us so that we 
may have new life. He broke through all human limitations. 
May we as his followers be brave enough during these times of 
change to allow God to pierce through the limitations of our 
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As we journey together into the future, our hearts might be filled with 
mixed emotions. And yet, the beauty of Lothersdale will remind us of 
the beauty of God. As we watch the vulnerable lambs playing on the 
fields we can connect with Jesus’ vulnerability as he died on the cross. 
Whenever we feel sad when we think of the little chapel on the hill, we 
remember that Jesus broke through all human limitations. The Holy 
Spirit can never be contained in a building.
