Developments in Cowling
The Acre Mill site received planning permission for 14 houses earlier this
year. It also had permission granted earlier for 22 houses, so you might
wonder why apply for fewer.
If permission is granted for 15 or more, then usually some of these have to
be ‘affordable’ homes, for 14 or fewer, then Craven District Council do not
insist on this, although they could.
The Parish Council is not happy about this situation, regarding it as an
extension of the present Acre Mill development which would then have
carried an affordable housing element, and is actively working on it.
On October 10th at 2:00 p.m. in Settle Town Hall it will be the subject of a
Planning Consultation Process discussion by the Yorkshire Local Councils
Associations.



The Village Hall — Current State of Play
In 2006 Skipton Properties undertook to provide a new village hall for the
parishioners of Cowling in return for planning permission to develop the
Acre Mill site.
This Section 106 undertaking by Skipton Properties to Craven District
Council indicates that the new hall should be finished to the specification
laid down in that S106, and handed over to the final recipients, Cowling
Parish Council, by a due date.
That date was, we believe, 25" July 2009
This has not happened, and the Parish Council are trying to find out from
CDC why this is not the case. The Parish Council has not received any
notice of change to the Section 106, and therefore expects the new hall to
be delivered to them.
This Section 106 undertaking can only be negotiated by CDC, and
therefore the Parish Council are requesting that CDC ask Skipton
Properties to fulfill that undertaking by completing the construction to the
correct specification immediately, and, once complete, provide the hall to
the Parish of Cowling.

More Rubbish! And more free money!
Cowling residents do not appear to be universally in favour of fortnightly
rubbish collections, and as one person calculated, the proud parents of
twins in nappies had better not forget any collections, for if they do then
somewhere around 320 nappies will be waiting for the next!

The Cowling Parish Council meeting on the 2" November will also see the
presence of a representative from Craven District Council, to explain this
move away from weekly collections.

attendance.

The September meeting discussed forthcoming developments to the group’s
website, which is nhow under reconstruction. If you have the internet, please
have alook. In addition Moonrakers' aims were revised and a start was
made on how to realise these. In addition the 19" century Gill Bottom rural
industrial area posed more intriguing questions to be answered. A question
was also put to the group about a plagque associated with Cowling men at
the battle of Culloden in 1745. Do you know anything about this, aswe
only have arecord of men at the battle of Flodden, Northumberland in
1513? Sewage arrangements and allotments of 1951 were also mentioned.
Did you know that in April1904 you could live rent free in Ickornshaw?
The benevolent owner was Ben Snowden of Fold Lane. The lucky tenant
was John Henry Bancroft and family. The property is described as having
one living room and two bedrooms. Eight members of the family lived
there, oh and of coursetheir lodger! That’s the good news.
Unfortunately the walls were damp and earthed up at the back to a yard
high. There were no roof gutters or fall pipes and the roof was not in a good
condition. There were no drains or water supply. Ventilation was described
as not good. There was a pail-closet in a state of disrepair and an open,
unenclosed ash pit next to it. What do you expect for nothing?
Well unfortunately for the Bancroft family the medical officer for health
condemned it as ‘unfit for human habitation’. What a surprise!
The clerk to the council was told to obtain an order to close the house. So
affordable housing in the village was a problem even then.
Moonrakers meet once a month (most months) to discuss aspects of loca history
and then plan ways of recording celebrating and sharing it with the parish
community and beyond. Some members are working continuously to research and
record Cowling history. We have held Nostalgia afternoons and organised local
walks to entertain, inform and record local history.

The South Craven village bus service has extended its coverage.
The service — operated by Little Red Bus — now has elements of an
advance-booking "flexi service" as well as fixed routes running to
timetables. Anyone can use the bus and the aim is to enhance the existing
public transport network and not to compete with it.
On Mondays, Wednesdays and Thursdays between 9am and 2.45pm,
passengers can book the bus to travel anywhere in the Cowling,
Lothersdale, Glusburn, Sutton, Cross Hills, Kildwick, Farnhill and Bradley
areas and to Skipton for shopping, social activities and appointments.
The Little Red Bus will try to meet all transport requests, so passengers are
asked to give as much notice as possible, and journeys must be booked in
advance.
On Tuesdays, Fridays and Saturdays the bus operates to a fixed timetable
and there® no need to book in advance. Fares are similar to other local bus
services and concessionary bus passes are valid for free travel.
